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MEMBERSHIP INFORMATION

By completing an application form you will become a “Tennis For Free” member of the parks in Bromley and be able to book and play tennis at Croydon Road Recreation Ground (6 tarmac tennis courts), Kelsey Park (2 tarmac tennis courts), and Willett Recreation Ground ( 6 tarmac tennis courts, 2 of which have floodlights).

Each family or household needs to pay a one off registration fee of £16.00. This fee is to cover the court access system. Once you have registered with us, you will be sent a welcome package and a ‘fob’ to gain access to the courts.

After that you will be able to book and play tennis 7 days a week, 365 days a year, FREE of charge.

In the past 6 years £250,000 has been spent on the parks courts so that they are in good condition. Each year money will be spent on the upkeep of the courts, but you will be able to play for FREE.

We have installed a new access system to ensure that only “Tennis For Free” members have access and that where possible, we can ensure that only tennis is played on the courts.

In addition to offering you free tennis courts we are also offering you and your family the opportunity to have 3 coaching lessons (worth £20 per person) free of charge.

We also hold adult club sessions at Willett Recreation Ground and Croydon Road Recreation Ground where you can turn up and mix and match with other Parks members, all free of charge. Please note you must be over 18 to attend.
Each year we run fun tournaments and we hope many of you will join in.

This scheme is possible because of the financial support The Parklangley Club has received from Bromley Council, Kent Lawn Tennis Association, The Lawn Tennis Association, Bromley Mytime and The News Shopper.
Parklangley is the lead partner and is co-ordinating all the bookings, coaching and all other activities. Whether you are a beginner or an established player, this scheme is here to encourage you and your family to play tennis. Do take advantage of this unbeatable scheme and register with us now.

QUESTIONS ANSWERED

HOW DO I BOOK A COURT? You go to www.theparklangleyclub.co.uk and follow the instructions. It is also possible to phone the club but we request that you use web booking as we are not staffed to receive lots of calls, especially Sundays and evenings.

DO I GET A FOB FOR EACH PERSON IN THE HOUSEHOLD? No. You only have one fob per household. If you want more, then you must pay an extra £12 for each one.

WHO CAN BOOK COURTS? Anybody who has become a “Tennis for free” member of the parks. 

IS THE £16 AN ANNUAL FEE? No, it is a one off fee to register. The scheme is guaranteed until end of September 2012, but it is our intention to run it for the foreseeable future.

WHY DO WE HAVE TO PAY A £16 REGISTRATION FEE? This is to pay towards the court access system, the fob and the initial administration. 
ONCE WE HAVE JOINED DO WE STILL PAY COURT FEES? You do not pay a court fee. Courts are free. If you wish to play under floodlights at Willett Recreation Ground, a court is £3.40 for half an hour and you need to register as a floodlit user, you need to contact the Parklangley Club to do this and we will send you further details.

HOW DO I CANCEL A COURT? You cancel on our web-site or if you booked by phone, please phone The Parklangley Club. Even if you cannot play, say half an hour before, please cancel, so other people can book.

WHAT HAPPENS IF THE FOB IS LOST OR DOES NOT WORK? The Parklangley Club will not accept ANY responsibility for fobs as we have no idea how they have been treated. All fobs are tested before they are sent out. If for ANY reason you require a replacement fob, you will need to pay £12.  You may purchase an additional fob at a cost of £12 but must inform us if it is an additional fob as we cancel fobs for replacement.

DO WE HAVE JUST ONE PASSWORD FOR THE HOUSEHOLD? To make things easier we are making just one password per household, but we add the first unique letter of your families’ forename at the end of the password so each member of the household you list may book courts in their own name. 

HOW DO I GET FREE COACHING? Free coaching is only available to those who are not on any coaching 

programme organised by The Parklangley Club. We will contact you when our free coaching lessons are about to start, we operate these free sessions 3 times a year. Our coaching programme runs only during school term time. There is a time limit on this offer.
WHERE AND WHEN IS THE COACHING HELD? We coach adults and children 8+ on seven sites, under 8’s at four sites and 3 and 4 year olds, who are not at school, on one site. We coach 7 days a week. If you enjoy the coaching you can continue and you will be placed in a group which is suited to your ability, age and at a convenient time and date. Further coaching needs to be paid for.

HOW DO I JOIN IN A CLUB SESSION? If you wish to meet other people and play social tennis in a mix and match group, why not join our organised club sessions. Club sessions are not suited to complete beginners. You should be able to serve and return a ball. It is not open to under 18’s. We will contact you to let you know how to get involved.

HOW DO WE BECOME A PARKS MEMBER? Fill in and return the application form attached or download the form from our website and return by email or post.
WHAT HAPPENS WITH THE INFORMATION ON THE FORM? We put your details on our computer and this allows you to book courts. We have a computerised booking system which enables us to track all bookings. We will also email you to let you know of any things that might be happening to help you enjoy your tennis. We will not give your email address to any third party.

TERMS & CONDITIONS

1. The fob for the gate access must not be passed on to other households.

2.  Only tennis may be played on the courts. Football or any other activity is forbidden.

3.  Courts may be booked up to 2 weeks in advance.

4.  You may only book a maximum of 2 hours per family at weekends between 9am and 

       6pm.
5.  There will be a £12 charge for a new fob if required due to loss, not working or for any

      other reason. There is no guarantee on the fobs.

6. Floodlights are available only at Willett Recreation Ground. You must abide by all rules 
governing the access to the courts during the evening.

7.  A top must be worn at all times.

8. Only appropriate court shoes should be worn. Shoes should be clean of mud and have no 
spikes or studs.

9.   If for any reason two people think they have booked the same court, please phone the 
club.   The person whose name is on the computer will be the person allowed to play, 
even if the fault lies with a mis-booking by The Parklangley Club. We can only apologise 
for any misunderstandings or mistakes. 

10. The Parklangley Club reserves the right to alter the membership conditions without prior 
 notice at any time.

11. The parks courts will remain free until September 2012 and depending on the finances 

 and how the scheme is developed, may continue after this time.
12. You are expected to conduct yourselves so that no other people are offended by your

     
 behaviour, language or other activities.

13. Our staff have the right to ask any person mis-using, or behaving anti-socially on the 

 courts to leave. Our staff have the right to work without any abuse and members must 

 comply with all instructions.
14. The Parklangley Club reserves the right to cancel any membership of any person who 

 does not abide by the terms and conditions. This will be carried out by cancellation of the 
       fob. No refund will be given.

THE PARKLANGLEY CLUB

Parklangley is a NON PROFIT making tennis, squash and badminton club offering additional facilities such as a modern gym and a large bar and social area. Membership is not required to take part in aerobics classes in our studio, or tennis lessons. We offer activities for 3 year olds and have members playing into their 80’s. With more than 1000 children participating in activities at the club each week and some 1700 members, we can honestly say that we do care.  Members can be sure of a warm welcome and the social aspects of the club are very important to many.  

The club was founded in 1911 and has gone through many changes since then.  Starting as a tennis and badminton club, the club has developed such that it is now the premier rackets club in the South East of England. The club has undergone a £3.8 million development, which has been financed with help from Sport England (Lottery) and The Lawn Tennis Association. The club has been transformed and the quality of our facilities is unrivalled by any members club around.

In 2000/2001 we won the “Club of the Year” yet again for our work with the local community. In 2006 we came runner up in the National Sports Club, “Club of the Year” competition, and were also named 2008 Kent “Tennis Club of the Year”. The club is run by the members for the members and provides facilities in which the whole community can take pride and can afford.

Our facilities include:

Tennis: 2 indoor courts, 4 clay, 3 artificial grass, 1 tarmac and 6 grass courts. 7 courts are floodlit (from £186 per annum for adults).

Badminton: 4 international badminton courts. They are available for hire by social members at £3.85 per half hour (with a social membership of £39 per annum).
Squash: 3 exhibition glass back courts and 1 galleried court (from £88 per annum).
Gym: 20 piece techno gym (£20 per month – unlimited use).

Studio: Various aerobics and other keep fit classes including pilates (from £5.00 per class).

Bar & Social: Large members bar, children welcome (social membership £39 per annum).

Junior Membership for Tennis, Badminton and Squash is available at £87 per annum
